Hurricane Continues to Impact Division One
Recovery to Continue into 2017

Hurricane Matthew continues to impact eastern North Cardlina,
including the counties of Division One.

More than 600 roads in the state were damaged by the Oct. 8
hurricane. Transportation workers have been tirelessly assessing
and repairing the damage.

At press time, approximately 153 roads remain affected from
hurricane damage throughout eastern North Carolina. This number
includes 16 roads in Division One. Debris removal is complete in
11 of the 14 Division One counties.

Repairs to many roads will continue into 2017. Many of the roads
are under contract, which requires a bidding process. Pipes and
other materials also need to be ordered. Some pipe suppliers are
reporting an overwhelming number of orders. Cold weather may
also inhibit the laying of concrete, causing employees to use
gravel as a temporary fix.

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ASHEVILLE - Department of Transportation crews posted a
handful of digital message boards in Western North Cardlina that
roads were closed due to wildfire during November.

More than 20 separate wildfire complexes scorched in excess of
70,000 acres and forced neighborhood evacuations from Swain
County to McDowell County. Pockets of North Cardlina were left
with hazardous air quality.

Despite the devastation, only four major highways needed to be
closed. Transportation officials worked with various agencies to
organize the closures and set up marked detours.

A seven-mile stretch of U.S. 64/74A and N.C. 9 in Rutherford
County - the main route through Chimney Rock Village and Lake
Lure - closed on Nov. 11 due to the Party Rock Fire. The same fire
closed a shorter stretch of N.C. 9 on Nov. 16. Both opened on the
evening of Nov. 20 and allowed business to open the next day for
residents and visitors.

A fire in Swain County closed 14 miles of U.S. 74/N.C. 19 through
the Nantahala Gorge for about 48 hours starting on Nov. 12. In
McDowell County, the Clear Creek Fire forced the closure of N.C
80 from Old Toms Creek to the Blue Ridge Parkway.

In all, less than 35 miles of roads were closed to help crews battle
the wildfires, which consumed more than 110 square miles of land
in Western North Cardlina. Governor McCrory declared a state of
emergency and a burn ban on Nov. 11 and transportation officials
reminded motorists of the ban through digital messaging on
message mounts in the mountains.

"We were able to help and do our part with the closures and the
detours," Division 13 Maintenance Engineer Mark Gibbs said.

"We were happy to assist our friends at the N.C. Forest Service,
the U.S. Forest Service and all of the local agencies."
