I have recently become a permanent occupant of Waves NC. [ am an emergency
physician and have intended to live here and work for years enjoying the natural beauty
of this area. My work however must be on the mainland. I have vacationed here for many
years and have looked forward to this time however, having arrived what I have found is

a community in peril.

The character of the Outer Banks is well known to all of us as a moving environment of
sand, wind and sea. Access to this area is challenging however I, and many others have
believed that the US and the state of NC are committed to maintaining access to this area
of natural wonder and its communities. It is clear that there are plans in place to ensure
that this access is long term and reliable. Many other areas in our country also require
similar national and local efforts. However, it is also clear that the pace of the plans in
place will not be sufficient to prevent the collapse of the communities on the NC Outer

Banks.

These communities have been left weakened by several events in recent years that were
beyond the control of the individuals involved. Hurricane Irene shortened the season two
years ago reducing or eliminating profits for many businesses. The rebuilding required
after Irene, even with insurance help left many businesses gone or for sale. Many rental
houses used reserves for repairs at that time. Hurricane Sandy dealt another blow to the
region’s spirit and financial reserves. Property values left weak by the banking crisis
teeter now on the aspect of the road.

The long term plan as presented for public hearing in March 2013 is clearly well thought
however it comes during a week of current road closures due to over wash from a period
of simply large waves and minor winds. All local residents and indeed any students of the
area agree that any significant North East windstorm will cut the road at the Rodanthe S
curves perhaps rendering the current easement completely unusable. Unfortunately, the
pace of the Bonner plan is proving insufficient to the region’s needs.

This plan began with hearings and attempts to make decisions as long ago as 2005 or
earlier. Clearly, the needs have been anticipated. It is also clear that the issues of land use
on Pea Island and the difficulties of obtaining permits have created delays and hampered
efforts to respond to the yearly encroachment of the ocean to current easements. The
current plans have been shaped not only by what needs to be done but what has been
feasible given the political landscape of the area. However, we are now facing a time
when such issues must be overcome or admit that this revenue positive area of NC will

no longer be able to produce.

As a resident I face the decision of whether I will be able to live here as I had planned

because my job requires reliable access. I am not alone by any means. The fragility of the
road has now become such that it cannot be depended upon. A solution three years in the
future will find the area decimated financially and the communities broken. This heritage
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of NC will be gone and though the seasonal rental market may recover eventually the
communities that support it will be forever changed.

Beach nourishment, though temporary, may bridge this gap and we have heard that it
may begin in November 2013. The S curves have washed out every month of 2013 so far
and clearly the limited sandbagging, though more than has been allowed in the past, will
not hold the road against even normal tides. Again, November is not going to matter if
the communities are cut off during spring and the area’s access comes to be known as
unpredictable. Building in the area has begun to rebound, barely, but intermittent road
access has pushed up costs and delayed current projects.

This is no longer the time for legal argument. The communities of Hatteras Island are in
clear danger of collapse. An ‘emergent’ plan must be enacted. The situation at the
Merlo/Rodanthe S curves has advanced well ahead of the Bonner Bridge phased plan’s
ability to respond the need. There are many options that have been blocked at the S
curves by policies that to the newcomer seem to be out of touch with the reality that
erosion there has advanced too far too fast.

The S-curves hot spot has been talked about for years and has been barely maintained
with constant management but this is simply no longer possible without overcoming the
limitations placed by current easement and sand bagging rules. It is clear to anyone that
what has been done is not going to be adequate. No one in the community believes it will
work., It is, in fact, not working and is now becoming an embarrassment to the area. This
situation is neither tolerable nor difficult to overcome but it is one where leadership is
required. The ocean is predictable. Our response cannot be one of putting our heads in the
sand, which is washing away.

| feel that what is being offered, while good and well considered, is similar in my profession to treating a bleeding
patient with medication to lower their cholesterol. The Merlo/Rodanthe S curves especially but alsa the new 'pea island'
inlet area and other areas are now being over washed by normal weather patterns. Any real storm is very likely to
completely disrupt the pavement at the S curves as it is not uncommon to witness waves breaking over the current sand

bag height.

| do realize that there are many rules and easement restrictions in place but as an emergency physician responsible for
disaster management | understand that the most common miss-management decision is in not recognizing the
emergency in its inception. This is occurring along the Hwy 12 corridor from Bonner bridge to Rodanthe right now and it
is most acute at the Merlo/rodanthe S curves. These areas are no longer sustainable with practices that worked in the
past and emergency override measures are required to keep the OBX communities from being cut off. There is a short
window of time to avert this emergency. This year's tourist season and its tax revenues are at stake. Many, if not most
local, businesses are one step from bankruptcy or closure. Acting next winter is simply gambling that we have seen the
last of the wind and the last of the waves for this year. It is not a good bet and not one that | or the other residents here
can afford to loose.

Now is the time for emergency management leadership. It is not that the solutions to this situation are impossible or
even that difficult but they have been blocked by legal maneuvers which, while tolerable in normal times, are not
tolerable during emergencies. After the fact response, as has happened many times in our countries' past, will leave this
community, NC's North East costal tax base, and the leadership that did not respond soon enough damaged beyond
repair.
